







Look What We Are Learning





November has been a wonderful month!  Even with all of our days off, we have been very busy learning.  This month, we learned the letters “Gg” and “Hh”.  To reinforce the letter “Gg”, we made mosaic “G’s” with gems, made giraffe puppets, and grew grass gardens.  With each of these projects, the students had the opportunity to develop and foster their fine motor skills.  For the letter “Hh”, the students made Honeycomb H’s, made a helicopter out of a handprint, and made a house out of shapes to reinforce a variety of shapes.  With each of these letters, we created a box filled with things that begin with that specific letter.  The children loved trying to figure out what was in the box!  Ask your child about things they found in both the “G” box and the “H” box.  In addition to practicing letters, the children had fun learning about different community helpers.  They learned about Firefighters, Police Officers, Doctors, Doctors, Nurses, and other important people that help in our community. We all had a fun time pretending to be firefighters on the playground!  Ask your child if they can name someone who helps in our community and ask them why that community helper is so important.  Throughout the month of November, we also focused on Thanksgiving and what it means to be thankful. We read many stories throughout the month about Thanksgiving, including Thanksgiving is for Giving Thanks and The First Thanksgiving.  The children also had the opportunity to tell what they were thankful for and make paper bag turkeys, turkey hats, and Pilgrim puppets.





What’s Ahead





During the month of December, we will continue to work on various letters.  As we discussed at parent conferences, a new letter will be introduced every two weeks to allow for more reinforcement of the letter and will allow for the integration of many other different themes.  During December, we will spend time learning about different winter holidays, polar animals, and will also learn about things that are opposites. Throughout each of these themes, the children will continue to practice their literacy skills, as well as continue developing their fine and gross motor skills. We will continue to integrate children’s literature and a variety of music to reinforce the different concepts.  Before the Holiday Recess, we will be having a Holiday Party.  There will be more information provided as the date gets closer.
